Psalm 139:14  
I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; marvelous are Your works, and that 
my soul knows very well. (NKJV) 

Sometimes, in the overall scheme of things it seems like we really don't matter. It seems 
that our contributions are small, and the difference we may make in someone else's life, or 
the world in general, is pretty insignificant. 
     Let's face it - it is a big world - a VERY big world, and only a few very important people 
make a difference.
